The Scholar’s Electives program is designed for high-
achieving, self-directed students interested in pursuing
an interdisciplinary academic experience. Some
advantages of membership in the program include
the option to pursue the Scholar’s Electives module.

How to Apply

Step 1

Select the academic areas that interest you.

Step 2

Evaluate your eligibility for admission.
Admission to Western is competitive and enrolment
limited. Be sure to review the requirements carefully.
Remember that possession of minimum requirements
does not guarantee admission.

Step 3

Gomplete an on-line application.

Applications are handled through the Ontario
Universities Application Centre (OUAC).

Visit www.ouac.on.ca for an application. The application
fee is C$115.00 for three choices. Each additional
choice is C$33.00. There is a C$50.00 document
evaluation fee for those students who are not applying
directly from high school.

You can make up to 3 choices at Western. Each
selection is evaluated separately.

If you can’t apply on-line you may request a paper
application from the OUAC.

Step 4

Receive an application acknowledgement
from the OUAC.

Once you submit your application, you'll first receive
an acknowledgement letter from the OUAC with an
OUAC reference number.

Step 5

Receive an application acknowledgement
from Western.

You'll receive an acknowledgement letter from
Western soon after receiving one from the OUAC. Our
letter will contain your Western student number and
instructions on what documents you must provide.

Included in the acknowledgement package are
instructions on how to access myuUwO — a web-
based system that allows you to track documents
you’ve submitted and the status of your application.

Step 7

Receive admissions decision.

We begin to notify applicants in January for studies
commencing in September. Admission is on a rolling
basis. We accept academically qualified students as
long as there is space in our programs. Your admission
offer package will include residence information.

You may also check the status of your documents
and application on-line through myUWO. It’s a great
way to find out whether all documents have been
received or whether you've been admitted before the
“snail-mail” arrives.

Step 8

Accept the offer of admission.

Your admission offer will contain detailed instructions
on how to accept our offer of admission.

Remember you must accept the offer through the
Ontario Universities’ Application Centre to reserve
your space at Western.

Step 9

Complete the on-line residence
questionnaire.

No formal application for on-campus residence is
required for students applying directly from high
school. All first-year students meeting the housing
eligibility requirements receive a guaranteed residence
offer or waiting list offer with the offer of admission.

Once you've accepted the offer of admission,
be sure to complete the on-line questionnaire at
www.uwo.ca/hfs/housing. Your answers allow us
to consider your preferences when assigning you a
room and roommate.

Step 10

Apply for a Canadian Study Permit.

Unless you're a Canadian citizen or permanent
resident, you'll need to apply for a Study Permit from
Citizenship and Immigration Canada.

Your admission offer package contains a Letter of
Acceptance. Be sure to take this letter to the Canadian
consulate or embassy in your region as it is required
when applying for a student visa or study permit.

Admission Requirements

To be considered for admission your school must
be accredited by one of the regional or national
accrediting bodies, or the Ministry of Education (or
equivalent) in your country.

Any student whose first language is not English
may be required to submit proof of English
language proficiency. Details regarding Western’s
requirements can be found in the section titled
“English Language Proficiency”.

Students following a Canadian curriculum at an
overseas school will be assessed based on the
requirements set forth for that province. Grade 12
English is a requirement for all students following
a Canadian curriculum.  See the section titled
“International Schools Offering Canadian Curriculum”
and www.welcome.uwo.ca for details.

If you are planning to apply to Engineering or
Kinesiology at Western, you should be aware
that there are pre-requisite courses required
for admission to these programs.  Courses in
Mathematics, Chemistry and Physics are necessary
for Engineering, while Biology is a requirement for
Kinesiology. Please contact the Admissions Office to
ensure that you have the correct courses to apply for
admission to these programs.

Admission Requirements

Standardized tests

While we require a minimum SAT Reasoning Test
combined score of 1,100 on the Critical Reading
and Math sections, the average score of students
admitted to Western in 2006 was approximately
1,250. The SAT Subject Tests are not required.

Our policy regarding the ACT is currently under
review. Students submitting ACT scores will be
evaluated on a case-by-case basis. You should
expect requirements equivalent to those of students
submitting SAT Reasoning Test scores.

Letters of Recommendation and Essays
Western does not require letters of recommendation
or essays.

AP Courses

If you are registered in Advanced Placement (AP)
courses and achieve a minimum score or 4 out of 5
on your final AP exams, you may be considered for
transfer credit to a maximum of two full credits as
approved by the appropriate Faculty.

Applying from Another University

We encourage applications from qualified students
in good academic standing at other universities
who wish to continue their studies at Western. The
process is commonly referred to as transferring.

In order to be considered for admission you are
required to have a minimum final overall average of
“B” (70%) in all previous university studies with no
extensive academic difficulty, and you've graduated
from high school or equivalent with an acceptable
academic average. Students without a high school
diploma who are not 21 years of age or older must
have credit in at least five full university-level courses

in order to be considered for admission.

If you are attending university and are in first year,
you’ll be considered for admission based on a final
transcript. If you are in second year or higher, you
will be considered for conditional admission on the
basis of a mid-year transcript. Admission to limited
enrolment programs is subject to the requirements of
the program and is contingent on space availability.

The following documents are required:

+ Official transcripts sent directly to Western by your
university showing grades for completed courses as
well as interim grades for all courses in progress

+* Final secondary school transcripts

% Final official transcripts from all post-secondary
institutions attended

+ Detailed course descriptions for the determination of
transfer credit. Course descriptions must be
translated into English.

English Proficiency Requirements

Western is an English language university and it is
important for your success at Western that you are
proficient in both spoken and written English. All
students must demonstrate the ability to speak and
write clearly and correctly. To encourage aptitude in
the use of the English language, Western professors
consider proficiency in English when assigning
grades. Work presented in English, in any subject,
at any level, which shows a lack of proficiency in
English may either be failed or, at the discretion of
the instructor, returned to the student for revision to
a literate level.

Our Admissions Officers evaluate all evidence that
is provided regarding English proficiency including:
the country and school in which you are or have
studied, the language of instruction, courses which
require comprehension and writing skills, letters of
recommendation from instructors and test results, as
well as writing samples.
